Year 3 Liverpool Philharmonic Hall Trip 
 
We have the opportunity to visit the Liverpool Philharmonic Hall on Tuesday 5th March to watch a 
concert by the Liverpool Philharmonic Orchestra.

Year 3 Roman Experience, Wrexham 
 
As part of their History topic on The Romans, we have arranged to take Year 3 pupils on a Roman 
Experience in Wrexham on Wednesday 20th March 2024. The visit will entail viewing the first entire 
timber auxiliary fort using authentic techniques and materials. It is the first Roman fort to be built in 
Britain in almost 2,000 years!
