We are so excited to welcome our Year 2 children for our transition day which will take place on Wednesday 3rd 

July 2024.  Children will spend the day with their September class teacher.  Below is an outline of the day. 
 

8.45-9.00am Parents are asked to bring children into the hall via the main entrance, where they will be met by 
Year 3 teachers, Mrs Beesley and Mr Williams. 

 
At break time your child will be given a piece of fruit, there is usually a charge of 30 pence for this but on Induction 

Day this will be free of charge.  The Year 2 children will meet their Year 4 buddy prior to break time and these two 

year groups will have a special play (without the rest of the school!) 
 

At lunchtime the children will be taken to the dining hall by their teachers to eat their lunch. 
They can either  1) Bring a packed lunch, or 

2) Have a school lunch – On Wednesday’s school has chicken roast dinner or veggie roast 
dinner, deli selection (paninis and sandwiches) or jacket potato.  We also have a vegan, 

gluten free and diary free menu for children with allergens.  Please refer to our website to 
view all the menu’s. 

If you choose a school lunch it will be free on the day.  In September, if you choose to have school dinners there is 

a charge of £2.50 a day, payable in advance to the school office via Parent Pay. 
 

During the day the children will be involved in a variety of tasks which are designed to enable the Year 3 teachers 
to get to know the class.  They will also find out some of the routines they will need to know for next term.  

Children may bring their own pencil case if they wish although this is optional.  Your child should bring a named 
water bottle. 

 
3.15-3:30pm   Please come into school via the main entrance and collect your child from the school hall. 

 

The day should give the children a chance to overcome any apprehensions for September and therefore help them 
settle more quickly into our school.   

 
Please note, our transition evening scheduled for Tuesday 2nd July is still going ahead as planned. This is an 

opportunity for both pupils and parents to meet the class teacher the evening before transition day.  If you have not
